If you are interested in a round of golf at St. Andrews,
Gleneagles and other famous courses in Scotland and at the
same time earn academic credit, then enroll now for a new
study abroad program in the country where the modern game
originated.

Courses included are History & Development of Golf, Golf

Students are advised to contact their academic
counselor to review the descriptions of the three courses for
appropriate transfer academic credit. The program will be
held just north of Edinburgh at Scotland's Rural College
(SRUC)-Elmwood College in the old market town of Cupar,
alongside rich rural scenery, farmland and country estates.
The SRUC Elmwood Campus is recognized as a national and
international center for golf-related specialisms.
